How to find 

Fisherground Campsite 
 

(from the south) 
 

From the M6 motorway leave  at junction 36 for 

Kendal/Lakes.  Follow Barrow signs (A590).  Turn 

right to Workington (A5092) 3 miles beyond Newby 

Bridge.  Follow this road to Broughton-in-Furness. 

(10 miles).  Turn right to Ulpha before the River 

Duddon (3/4 mile beyond Broughton). After 4 miles 

turn left in Ulpha village to the steep hill signed 

Eskdale.  Follow the fell road to King George IV 

pub (6 miles).  Turn right.  Fisherground Campsite 

is the first turning on the left. 

 

(from the North) 
 

From the M6 motorway leave at junction 43 towards 

Workington/Cockermouth on the A595.  Follow the 

signs for Workington/Whitehaven and              

Cockermouth.  Stay on A595 to Cockermouth then 

turn off onto the A5086 to Cleator Moor and     

Egremont.  Rejoing the A595 to Egremont and pass 

Gosforth and drive through Holmrook.  Turn left 

after the Texaco Garage to Eskdale Green.  Follow 

road to next junction and turn right to Eskdale 

Green.  Right at next T junction.  Past the Bower 

House Inn.  Through Eskdale village to the King 

George IV Pub.  Turn left to Boot.  Fisherground 

Campsite is 300yds on the left.

Fisherground is set right in the heart of Eskdale, one of  

Lakelandôs loveliest valleys.  Here on the West side of the 

Lake District we get less rain and more sun than our more  

famous cousins the other side of Scafell.  In this quiet valley 

there is still the peace and tranquility that should be       

Lakeland - but rarely is in the bustling centres.  Here, there 

are still more sheep than people.   

 

Peace is the watchword on the campsite too.  We cater 

mainly for  families and couples, and every effort is made to 

ensure silence after 10.30pm.   

 
Service Block 

The Service Block is modern, clean, airy and spacious.  For each sex 

there are:- 

 4 washbasins 

 4 showers (coin op - 50p) 

 Hand drier (warm air) 

 Hairdrier 

 5 flush toilets (ladies) and 4 toilets + 2 urinals (menôs) 

There are also 6 deep sinks for washing up.  Hot water is free    

throughout and always available. 

 

Laundry 
The Laundry has a washing machine.  3 tumble driers.  An ironing 

board and iron and last but not least a boot drier. (Washing machine  

operated by token (from warden), powder inclusive and driers are  

operated by 50pôs). 

Adventure Playground 
A childrenôs paradise, with rafts on the pond, a tree house, a  zip wire, 

tarzan ropes and an adventure course. 
 

Miniature Railway 
We have our own station on the Ravenglass & Eskdale Railway (15ò 

gauge & 7 miles long).  As this connects with the BR at Ravenglass it 

is quite easy to come and camp without a car. 
 

Cleaning 
The Service Block is cleaned regularly throughout the day and is kept 

to the highest standards. 
 

Camp Fires 
These are allowed only in the already designated areas.  Logs are      

supplied on the campsite. 
 

Village Stores 
Eskdale Village Stores (1 mile) sells - food, milk, newspapers,    

camping gas and outdoor clothing.
